A) If the cabinets are not plumb, adjust the WALL TEMPLATE to
the cabinets.

B) If the front edge of cabinet is lower than the back edge, adjust
the WALL TEMPLATE so that it is level with cabinet front.

3.Clearly and accurately mark wall stud location on the WALL
TEMPLATE. If stud location matches any location marked €, drill a
3/32” hole into the stud for a Wood Screw. Drill a 5/8” hole at A, B,
C and D wherever there is NO stud. Additional Toggle Bolts may
be purchased from most hardware stores and used in the area
between the two E’s or the two F’s to give added support for
weakened or damaged walls.
